LOAN GUIDELINES 

Loan Fee 

$1200 plus the cost of shipping (one-way to return exhibit to SOS!) 

Loan Period
8 weeks  
NOTE: the exhibit is available for an extended period for $200/2 weeks
Exhibit Information 

· 20 banner-scrolls, each approximately 32 inches wide by 67 inches tall including stand, in full color, that feature an estimated 45 artworks. 

· The general text is written for intelligent adults who are relatively new to the subject of monuments and public sculpture. 

· Seven sections are uniquely designed and written for children.

Space Requirements 

The space must be enclosed. Security needs are nominal. Minimum space for the exhibition is 50 linear feet or 100 square feet. Ideal locales are your community’s library, schools, city hall, courthouse, historical society, art center, or cemetery buildings. The exhibition design is flexible enough to work anywhere. The more significant question is this: Which venue will be seen by the most people? Which location best serves your purpose of hosting your sculpture? 

Host Obligations 
· Submit an application to SOS!, sign a letter of agreement, and provide a $400 deposit.  

· Market the exhibition, using newspapers, word of mouth, public service announcements, posters at clubs, government buildings, Legions, and libraries, backpack mail, and similar; purchased advertising is not expected. 

· Track number of visitors and attendees for public program. Complete an evaluation form which indicates attendance numbers and host satisfaction. Evaluations are available for visitors, should the site require or wish to evaluate the exhibition. 
· Arrange for return shipping and cover shipping and insurance costs. 
· Hosts are strongly encouraged to offer at least one public program with the exhibition.  Programs might be lectures from scholars, historians or public artists and/or walking tours of local public sculpture, including in cemeteries. An outreach package of a hands-on kit Inside Outdoor Sculpture, intended for children and youth ages 9-13, plus activities booklet will be available (loan fee of $25), as well as the updated SOS!4Kids Web site and Girl Scout Patch Program. 
· Complete a brief final report to report attendance, host satisfaction, and supply information about the public programs, if applicable. 
Damage to Panels 

The cost of replacing damaged panels is $280 per panel and is the obligation of the host.  

Shipping

Hosts will be expected to cover the cost of return shipping and insurance estimated between $200 and $350, dependent on the location.

Use UPS ground for shipping.  Call ahead at least one day to request the pick-up.  Under ordinary circumstances, for a Monday pick-up you will need to call them Friday.  UPS will not pick-up the same day the order is made.

 

There are five cases that hold five panels each. The dimensions of the cases are: 42" x 30" x 8". One fully packed case (with 5 panels) weighs 111 lbs.  You must ensure each of the five cases for $2500 to cover replacement costs.
